 Thoughts on the future of cycling in the Drummoyne Area
1.The  primary need is the preparation of a Bicycle Plan for the Drummoyne area to be integrated with the existing Concord Plan. Such plan should incorporate regional (commuter) routes within the council area as well as links to other council areas, and recreational cycle ways both on and off road.

As a starting point we should revisit the 1986 plan prepared for Drummoyne council by NSW State Bicycle Committee (?). While this plan is reasonably comprehensive in covering the regional and recreational needs, the suburb has changed somewhat in recent times. An audit of the plan is required to account for the newer residential developments (particularly on the foreshores) and their impact in opening up new paths and the increase and changes to  vehicle and pedestrian traffic these developments have caused.

 2 .The Bay Run Cycle Way as a concept is new since the 1986 plan with a detailed plan for the pedestrian and, in the main, separate off road cycle way prepared by Planning NSW. Construction of the cycle way has commenced on both sides of the bay to varying degrees, while progress has been slow in our area fundinging has been approved for work this year on stage 1 Arthur St. to Brent St. and construction should commence in February. It is a salutary lesson in the working of local beaurocracy that it takes almost 12 months from funding approval to start of construction, consequently we are encouraging council to put in place the necessary steps for the next stages.

3. Areas of particular interest in 1 &2:

a) The construction of foreshore cycleway through parks and new housing developments. This would expand on the already available pathways, which need to be widened to shared pedestrian/ cycle ways and lobbying for shared paths to be incorporated in the new developments. The long term goal is for a cycle path along the entire City of Canada Bay foreshore.

b) The widening of the Iron Cove Bridge shared path. This is of more immediate need due to the level of recreational and commuter use, and the obvious deficiencies as a shared path. Unfortunately this may be the hardest goal to achieve partly because of the number of authorities involved, RTA Planning NSW and two councils and the likely cost.

4. All interested cyclist particularly in the Drummoyne Area are invited to express their views either by coming on a saddle survey ride or sending in their thoughts.
