1. Minutes

City of Canada Bay Bicycle User Group inc. Annual General Meeting. Wednesday, December 20th at Abbotsford

Introduction

Meeting opened 8:30pm

Existing members and committee identified, new members entered in register and quorum confirmed.

Attending: Victor Lopez, Graham Purves, Marriane Bush, Peter Ramshaw, Gitte Keidser, David allen, David Martin, Paul Wijngaarden, Rolf Muller, Colleen hickey, Geoff Ashton.

Apologies: Joe Lo Presti, Victoria Hauke.

Previous minutes accepted. Moved GP. Seconded MB.

Reports from Convenors

General Secretary

Noted that Council has passed the City of Canada Bay Bike Plan.

40 new members joined since the last AGM. Membership now at 181.

Thanked BayBUG members who helped bicycleNSW with organisation of this years Sydney Spring Cycle.

Asked that BayBUG to pursue council so that funding is allocated as set out in the Canada Bay Bike Plan. 

Thanked convenors and members for their contribution to yet another successful year.

General Secretary participated in Cycling coaching course run by accredited Cycling Australia coach.

BayBUG attended a meeting with council to propose which line marking guidelines should be used with respect to bike lanes.

Concord Convenor

Reported the approval of council for the widening of Bicycle bypasses through the road closure works of Bevan and Walker Streets.

Noted that the kerb ramps enabling cyclists/ prams/ wheelchairs access through closure works of Cormiston Ave (Wellbank St end) is often blocked by parked vehicles.

Noted that potholes reported in Tripod Street were repaired. However surrounding potholes in Tripod St were not.

Reported no answers to enquiries about progress on Powells Creek project.
Rides convenor

Saturday Rides averaging 15 participants.

Sunday Rides averaging 10 participants.

BayBUG ran 9 long rides last year. Noted that present number of participants are about right from the perspective of safety and managability. 

Noted that safety measures such as sign sheets, pre ride briefing, bike safety checks, vetting of riders more rigorously enforced on longer rides. The reason for this is that by their nature longer rides expose participants to more danger and that longer rides attract more participants who are not known to regular BayBUG riders.

Asked that support material such as ride route descriptions be recorded and centrally stored for easy re-use, preferably with maps. 

Rides were promoted in Push On magazine and on the BayBUG web site.

Rides convenor attended BNSW rides leader training course. That brings the number of accedited ride leaders in bayBUG to 3. Recommends that anyone who wishes to lead rides would benefit from attending the course.

Rhodes Convenor/ Public officer.

Approached North Strathfield public school PNC with the aim of setting up a 'ride to school' program.

Drummoyne Convenor.

Reported that a 'strap on' lane is proposed by the government as a pedestrian/ cyclepath solution for the Iron Cove Bridge.

There are still concerns regarding sharing of lane and whether a change of government poses a risk for the implementation of said solution.

Repeated that the BayBUG needs to be vigilant so that the Canada BayBike Plan be implemented.

Has been regularly attending council Traffic Committee meetings.

Web Convenor

Upgraded web site to current 'new look' with enhanced features and security.

Fleshed out BayBUG's new logo and presented it to the meeting.

That BayBUG inc will only run a ride with a leader who has either: completed an BicycleNSW accredited ride leader's course or is considered a competent leader by the committee. That Peter Ramshaw be appointed to the new position of: 'Mapping Convenor'. 
That BayBUG meet on 7:30pm, Jan 24th at General Secretary's house to decided what were the most important priorities in the bike plan to move on. That a delegation be sent to present them to council.

That 2 committee members be authorised to sign a 'Form 12'.

Financial reports

Expenditure: Hosting and domain anme registration. First aid kit.

Future expenditure. $43 was required to renew incorporation.

Income. $43 was raised by a raffle. Thanks to Graham for donating the prize.

Moved PR. Seconded GP.

Noted offer (forwarded by Victor Lopez) from Bevan Lyons to take out rides for less experienced/ slower riders.
Re: funding of Canada Bay Bike Plan. General Secretary to email BayBUG members so that individuals contact council/ councillors by letter and in person to ask for support.
That BayBUG ask council to take steps to prevent the kerb ramps enabling cyclists/ prams/ wheelchairs access through closure works of Cormiston Ave (Wellbank St end) from being blocked by parked vehicles.
Peter Ramshaw. Fruitful discussion with Sydways result in BayBUG being allowed to use their maps (on our website) provided that BayBUG acknowledge the source. . Rides and Mapping convenors to liase and create route route maps for our popular rides.
It was requested that General Secretary use bcc instead cc when emailing all BayBUG members for brevity and privacy reasons. General Secretary resolved to use bcc.
