All this work takes a little bit of time and a lot of commitment. The more people we have who can share the workload, the more we can achieve. All those cycling facilities that you see out there in the community are the result of lobbying from cycling advocacy groups.

Next year promises to offer some great opportunities to get more/ improved facilities with large river fore shore residential estates being built, works being done on the “Bay run” route around Iron Cove, the Eastwood to Concord West rail trail being extended south from the Parramatta river and a new route from Strathfield station to Concord West via Powell’s creek.
